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Zoran PaveliC KUNST DUNST  Riječ Kunst prvi puta sam čuo u Baranji od 

svoje “omame’’ kako sam tada zvao svoju baku koja je dobro znala govoriti osim njemačkog i mađarski jezik. 

Njena prijateljica Marinenika je često dolazila kod nas, a ja sam prisustvovao njihovom razgovoru. Slušajući, 

bez obzira što nisam razumio niti riječi njemačkog jezika, ostala mi je riječ Kunst, sa kojom su one znale zavr-

šavati skoro svaku rečenicu – potvrđujući tom prilikom da je to “Kunst’’, da je to nešto “dobro’’.

Umjetnost Zorana Pavelića koristi različite umjetničke medije od akcija vidljivih i nevidljivih, perfor-

mansa, site specific radova, instalacija, videa, fotografije kao i slikarstva. Upravo ova serija je izbor od deve-

desetak slika koje su u kontinuitetu nastale od 2005. godine. Slike su u gotovo doslovnom smislu prenesene 

sa skica zapisa i crteža. Kratke rečenice u kombinaciji sa crtežom i svakodnevice umjetnikovog promatranja 

umjetnosti, te samih umjetnika/ca kao i angažirano reflektiranje općeg odnosa umjetnost-društvo, su kon-

cept KUNST DUNSTA. Skice umjetnika u najširem smislu riječi 

su više od podsjetnika, baze podataka, suvislog i nesuvislog, 

poligona na kojem se susreću realna i imaginarna sjećanja, zabi-

lješke. KUNST DUNST je slikarstvo koje govori jezikom umjet-

nikovih skica. Svedeno na osnovnu formu simbola dvije boje i 

dvije riječi, na slikama se otvara prostor za nastavak praćenja 

umjetnikovih razmišljanja. Slike su skice, a skice su dnevnik u 

kojem Pavelić izdvaja njemu bitne trenutke i dane nudeći nam 

reducirani ali manipulirani dnevnik u obliku slikarstva. Za koji 

i sam kaže, Znači ništa nije previše ozbiljno niti je sve tako 

neozbiljno, poigravajući se s nama ali nam istovremeno pruža 

priliku upoznavanja kodnog sustava u kojem prati, upozorava i 

postavlja pitanja. 

DUNST kod Pavelića nije izmaglica što bi bio direktan 

prijevod sa njemačkog. 

Dunst je naziv za kompote u tzv. Dunst flašama /boca-

ma, u kojima su se radili kompoti od višanja, trešanja, šljiva, 

dunja i ostala zimnica u Baranji i Slavoniji (istočni dio Hrvat-

ske). 

Konzerviranje umjetničke ideje kroz skice je umjetnikova 

dunst flaša koja se otvara po potrebi, u kojoj je komprimiranim 

metodama koncept arta pospremljeno puno više od onog što 

nam se na prvi pogled čini da vidimo.   Vladimir Frelih

Zoran PaveliC, KUNST DUNST  The word Kunst I have heard for the 

first time in Baranja from my „omama ( German: Granny )“, as I used to call 

my grandmother then, as she knew to speak good Hungarian and German. 

Her friend Marinenika often came to us, and I listened to their talks. Even 

though I did not understand the German language, listening to them I re-

membered the word “Kunst” (German: Art). With that word they used to end 

almost all sentences – confirming that if something is “Kunst”, it is something 

“good”.

The art of Zoran Pavelić uses different artistic media from visible 

and invisible actions, performances, site specific works, installations, video, 

photography and painting as well. Just like this serial is a selection of about 

ninety pictures which were made continuously from 2005. The pictures have 

been literary transferred from sketches and drawings. Short sentences in 

combination with a drawing and artistic everyday art observations are the 

concept of KUNST DUNST, transforming the artist into a reflection of the re-

lationship between art and society. The sketches of the artist are more than a 

reminder in the widest sense of the word, data base, coherent and incoherent, 

polygon of meeting real and imaginary memories, notes. KUNST DUNST is 

the painting which speaks with the language of artistic sketches. Reduced to 

the basic symbolic form of two colours and two words, the scope for following 

the artist’s thinking is opening up. Paintings are sketches, and sketches are 

the diary in which Pavelić separates the moments and days that are relevant 

for him, offering us the reduced but manipulated diary in the form of a paint-

ing, for which he himself says Well, nothing is too serious - neither is all too 

frivolous. He’s playing with us, but at the same time offers us a chance to get 

to know the code system which he uses to warn and ask questions. 

DUNST by Pavelić is not a mist, what would be direct translation from 

German language. Dunst is the name for compote in so called Dunst bottles, in 

which the compotes from sour cherries, cherries, plums, apple quince and other 

winter stock that have been saved in Baranja and Slavonija (the eastern part of 

Croatia). Conserving artistic ideas through sketches is the artists dunst bottle 

which is opened up when necessary, but in which much more from that what we 

seem to see at the first glance is saved by compressed methods of concept art.
